. What do you take to be the most powerful version of the skeptical challenge? Make the challenge as 
vivid as you can. en outline the most promising response. To what extent does it succeed in 
answering the skeptic? (It might be helpful to distinguish here the question of whether we know 
anything if the skeptical hypothesis is true, from the question of whether we can know anything if we 
cannot rule out the skeptical hypothesis.) 

. Can we give a picture of the mind that accommodates both (i) our best scientific theories of how the 
world, including the mind, works, and (ii) our pre-theoretical account of the mind, derived from our 
experience? Say where the tensions arise, and what, if anything, can be done to ameliorate them. 

. Is there an answer to the question of what constitutes personal identity? Discuss at least three 
contenders, and explain which you think the most plausible. What consequences, if any, does your 
answer have for the question of how we ought to behave?
